 Dear First Grade Families, 
 
 I cannot believe we just finished the 162nd day of school! The students and I are doing everything 
we can to enjoy the final days of school. In math the first graders continued work on Unit 10. Throughout 
the week, we reviewed time, practiced mental arithmetic, and compared prices. Next week we will 
review geometry and temperatures. Unit 10 will conclude the first week of June and the students will 
begin an end-of-the-year assessment.  
 
 The first graders have learned many important reading skills and strategies this year. During 
Reading Workshop, we have been spending time reviewing all of these skills. They include: take a 
picture walk, think about what makes sense, chunk text to make it sound smooth, use punctuation as a 
clue to how text sounds, identify the setting, follow the events of the story, use time words when 
retelling, pay attention to when you get a feeling while reading, make predictions, picture what’s going 
on in the story, ask questions while reading, make connections while reading, and go back and reread to 
understand. These are just a handful of the many mini-lessons we covered! 
 
 In language arts, we will be doing some making words activities, literacy centers, writing, and 
word games. The students have added their last poem to their poetry binders. They will be picking one 
poem to memorize over the next few weeks. As a fun end-of-the-year activity, the students will be 
writing a book about their year and reading it to the kindergarten class.  
 

During unit time, I have combined some math, science, and geography to go along with our Eric 
Carle unit. The students have read The Tiny Seed, Rooster’s Off to See the World, and The Very Hungry 
Caterpillar. Next week, we will look at Have You Seen My Cat? A House for Hermit Crab, and “Slowly, 
Slowly, Slowly,” said the Sloth.  In the coming weeks, we will also be doing mini-research projects about 
animals. Look for more information to come soon.

4th Grade Fantastics:   
 
Isn’t it amazing that it’s the middle of May 

already?  The students are very busy with the hustle and 
bustle of completing our 4th grade learning experience.   
 

We have the final touches to add to our persuasive 
writings for Writer’s Workshop and   are making sure we 
keep our writing conventions and grammar up to speed 
with two more weeks of DOL practice.  This week we 
began the organization and planning for our last book 
presentation as well as finding out how our realistic fiction 
books (Caddie Woodlawn and Sarah, Plain and Tall) end.  
The students have been experiencing some 19th century 
classroom skills by practicing their “penmanship” and 
writing letters with old-fashioned dipping pens.  They 
have had great fun with the pens, but decided it wouldn’t 
be so much fun if they had to do all their work with the 
messy ink! 
 

Continuing in the 19th century time frame, we are 
exploring Ohio immigration after the Civil War and into 
the 20th century.   We’ve expanded the topic to include the 
Ellis Island experience.  Lively discussions are going on 
about what it must have been like to leave a homeland, 
travel for a long period of time in cramped conditions and 
arrive in America.  Our new read aloud book, The Orphan 
of Ellis Island, certainly helps spur the thinking and 
discussion. 
 

Tessellation, reflection, translation, and rotation 
are new math terms the 4th graders have been working 
with in our visual problem solving unit.  Several students 
have found it to be quite a challenge doing the 
visualization, drawing, and interpretation needed.  Unit 10 
also includes practicing and solving problems with 
positive/negative numbers.  Our next unit will be back to 
geometry with weight, volume, and capacity. 
 

Ask you child what type of clouds are in the sky 
and what kind of weather may be indicated --- the class 
has gotten pretty good at knowing their cloud formations 
and weather predicting tools.  We’ve also found out, 
through data collected from our classroom barometers and 
thermometers, what a great variation there is in 
temperature, etc. in different parts of our classroom.

The 8th grade completed a comprehensive tour of 
the Gettysburg Civil War battlefield. During the three day 
(two nights) trip the class toured the battlefield in the order 
of engagements in the conflict, concluding with Pickets 
charge on the third day. The class also toured two homes 
that were used by Confederate snipers, the Eisenhower 
Home and Farm, and National Park Center Battlefield 
Museum.  

The Gettysburg battle was the turning point in the 
conflict. It is also the biggest battlefield in the US and was 
the largest battle ever fought in the Western Hemisphere. 
    The 7th grade class has completed their World 
History study through the 1960s This week the students 
read magazines from the 1950s and 60s, and completed the 
non-fiction novel, The Red Scarf Girl, about a young girl’s 
experience during China’s Cultural Revolution. 
The class is also writing summaries of significant historical 
figures and reviewing the basic grammar curriculum. 

The 6th grade class is completing their geographic 
study of Asia. Next week the students will complete their 
physical sand maps of Asia. The class is also reviewing 
grammar, usage and writing mechanics.  

During the final weeks of the year students will 
begin a process of review and introduction. For the 
remainder of the school year I will be reviewing the 
curriculum that has been completed and previewing each 
class’s subject matter for next year. Reviewing is key in the 
learning process and students will be expected to focus on 
recall and retention. By previewing next year’s curriculum 
the students are enabled to prepare and see the direction of 
next year’s classroom expectations. 

In preparing for next year I am re-organizing the 6th 
and 7th grade social studies curriculum by creating a two 
part experience titled Global Studies. I am integrating the 
elements of geography with human history. The class 
reading will be literature that compliments and speaks to 
the prehistoric periods through contemporary times. The 
course will include frequent field trips and out-of–
classroom activities and experiences. I am also working on 
the details of connecting our class with classrooms in other 
continents and countries.  

I am also re-inventing the 8th grade core class 
structure. While the methods and concepts of previous 
years have been extremely successful I plan to invigorate 
the US History and Government class with a rigorous 
regimen of reading, research and hands-on experiences. 
The class will also have more frequent out-of-classroom 
experiences and history related field trips and activities.

Next year I will continue to use the serious 
immersion in current events as a connecting thread through 
human history in all levels of core. However I intend to 

incorporate a more global perspective by using the 
connections with worldwide classrooms to foster a wider 
understanding and discussion of issues. Next year current 
event will be re-titled Global Connections. 

I am interested in beginning a parent/teacher book 
club next school year. I think it would be an interesting 
way to model reading behaviors to the children, to establish 
parent/teacher relationships and also would be fun. If you 
would be interested in participating please send me an 
email.  
 

Math and Science Ms. Sarah Shafer 
sshafer@lippmandayschool.org 
Dear Parents,  
 

It’s hard to believe that April is almost over. 
This has been a wonderful first year of teaching for 
me! I have learned so much from the students and I 
hope that maybe they learned a little bit from me as 
well. As we conclude the year each group of students 
is involved in and has some unique experiences to 
look forward to.  
 

The sixth grade science students have learned 
about the six kingdoms of organisms, and will have 
studied five of them by the conclusion of the year. In 
our continued study of heredity the students are 
currently testing the effects of the environment on a 
set of plants. Each Friday through the end of the year, 
the students are conducting a physical science lab to 
test the properties of matter and observe chemical and 
physical change.  
 

The seventh grade science class is continuing 
their study of populations and ecosystems. They will 
learn about the different types of population studies 
that scientists use. Then they will use these techniques 
in class by observing individual organisms and 
observing organism interactions. The organisms we 
will use are crickets, guppies, elodea, and snails. 

The eighth grade science class is completed 
their forces unit and are now finishing their study of 
the fossil record. When they return from Israel we will 
make our own fossils. During the study of the fossil 
record students learned about carbon dating and half 
life. With the introduction of these topics they needed 
a background of the elements. So in class we have 
been practicing drawing balanced atoms, creating 
isotopes, and reading the periodic table of elements. 
When they return from Israel we will also study the 
light spectrum and see the results of some excited 
electrons returning to their energy level.

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Eight grade math students have a small amount 
of preparation left before they are officially finished 
with Algebra I. They have done a good job this year 
and have a very strong base that they can carry with 
them to high school. Seventh grade Pre-algebra 
students are making their way through the process of 
solving for variables in equations and inequalities, a 
basic skill that will be widely used next year in 
Algebra. Before the conclusion of the year I still hope 
to cover triangles, composite figures, parallel lines, 
and transformations.
