Dear First Grade Families, 
 
While October was very exciting with the holidays, the students managed to get in quite a bit of learning. 
We spent our month studying matter, fall, adding and subtracting, number stories, figuring out new 
words, and writing. We also visited Morah Krieger-Krieger’s sukkah. I’m worn out just thinking of all 
that we did! 
 
In math, the students wrapped up Unit 2 in math and have begun work in Unit 3. Unit 2 focused primarily 
on everyday uses of numbers while Unit 3 will focus on visual patterns, number patterns, and counting. 
The students will be looking at even and odd patterns, exploring number grid patterns, counting on the 
number line, telling time to the half-hour, completing frames-and-arrows problems, counting with a 
calculator, and counting dimes. The Unit 3 Family Letter should have come home Tuesday night. If for 
some reason you did not receive it, please let me know and I can send home another copy. 
 
During unit time, the students finished their study of matter. The students were very inquisitive and 
insightful throughout the unit. We looked at the different kinds of matter, what is unique about each one, 
and how matter can change. The first graders also learned how to sort objects based on their similarities 
and differences. 
 
In Reading Workshop, the students learned strategies to figure out new words. We have now moved on to 
using different parts of the text to read. The students will be completing mini-lessons on chunking text to 
make it smooth, using punctuation, using clues in the text, and using a storyteller’s voice. The first 
graders are still completing Response Logs and Sketch to Stretch activities when they are done reading a 
book. Studies show that these activities have proven to be a meaningful, engaging learning experience 
that helps students make connections to what they are reading.  
 
As a reminder we have conferences coming up this Thursday.  Please make sure to send in your green 
conference slip if you have not already done so!  I hope that you all have a wonderful weekend!

     When you visit the second grade room for conferences 
next week you will have the opportunity to see the “visitors” 
that we have in our room.  The mobiles that each of the 
students made about a character in their book report book are 
great!  Each student shared their character with the class, 
explaining how the describing words they used went with 
their character.  Book report forms for November should be 
with your child’s papers today. 
 

     We will begin Unit 3 in our math book next week.  This 
unit continues the review and extension of topics introduced 
in first grade.  There are four main areas of focus: to review 
place value in 2-digit and 3-digit numbers, to review coin 
values and exchanges among coins, to tell time and to write 
time in digital-clock notation, and to gather data by counting 
and to analyze data. 
We will also continue to work on the memorizing of addition 
and subtraction facts. 
 

     Mr. Putter and Tabby Fly the Plane was our story for the 
week.  The genre is realistic fiction and in this story we 
looked for events, a setting and characters that could occur in 
the real world. The students worked with a partner to read the 
story and then complete vocabulary and comprehension 
questions.  We then corrected them as a class so that the 
students were made aware of any mistakes they had made.

         It’s hard to believe it is almost the end of October.  
I am so pleased with how well the third graders have 
adjusted to our routine.  They have worked very hard 
and their work shows how well they have progressed.  
Good job third graders! 
 

          As we continue reading Charlotte’s Web, we 
have been discovering some new words.  Ask your 
third grader to explain the words, runt, commotion, and 
injustice. Wilbur discovered that the “grass is not 
always greener on the other side of the fence.”  The 
class designed a birth announcement for the arrival of 
Wilbur.  This week the class wrote a friendly letter to 
Wilbur, giving him some suggestions to overcome his 
loneliness.  The students also learned how to address an 
envelope and designed their own postage stamp.  
During the next several weeks the class will be learning 
interesting facts about different spiders.      

      In math we continue to measure many things.  The 
class designed their own “Class Shoe” unit of 
measurement.  We then used that unit to measure items 
in our classroom.  This week we used straws and twist 
ties to make triangles and squares.  We then learned 
about measuring the perimeter of a shape. Please 
continue to review addition and subtraction facts.      

     The third graders discovered how adaptation can 
help organisms meet their needs.  We discussed the 
differences between consumers and producers.  In 
social studies we located the different continents and 
oceans on the globe.       

     The children completed their endings for A Toad for 
Tuesday.  They shared their endings with the class and 
me then read the final pages of the book.  I hope they 
shared with you what happened to Warty!  Our next 
creative writing assignment will be about pumpkins 
talking.  We continue to work on grammar and good 
sentence structure.

Intermediate Learning Team 
 

     In a coordination of reading and social studies, the learning 
team has been quite busy reading Native American myths, 
comparing the myths from several different tribes, discovering 
what in life or nature the myths attempt to explain, and will be 
writing their own “myth” as part of writer’s workshop.  We took 
a nature walk around our campus and found many berries and 
pieces of vegetation to make stains and “brushes” for our skin 
paintings.  We mashed berries for natural stains and the kids 
became quite adept at painting their events/stories with a stick or 
weed brush - even when we switched to tempera paint to 
complete the skins.  They are hanging in the hall between our 
two rooms.  Also coordinated with our Native American unit is 
Mrs. Halpern’s project for the students of making necklaces 
from paper “beads”, clay bear claws, and their personal clay 
totem.  When completed, the necklaces will be being displayed 
in the hall case.      

  As the final part of our geometry unit in math, the students 
worked with tessellation designs.  The 5th graders were required 
to have more complicated patterns, with the 4th graders using 
simple polygon shapes.  We observed tessellation examples by 
the master tessellation artist – M.C. Escher.  We are now 
moving into division strategies and the four ways to interpret 
remainders.  5th grade will then move into decimal division 
while the 4th grade begins their study of decimal place values 
and numbers. 
 

      4th graders are making weather instruments – hygrometer, 
anemometer, and wind vane to get ready for weather activities 
and their study of weather systems, clouds, and wild weather 
events. 
 

 5th graders have already had their hands (and the science 
room) well messed with sand, rocks, and oil to explore what is 
needed to clean the sand and rocks of an oil “spill.”  They are 
beginning their explorations into protecting earth’s resources 
and ecology. 
The class has certainly been quite engaged and involved – each 
member of the learning team has stepped up to the challenges 
with some great results. 
     I look forward to seeing all of our parents at the up-coming      

 conferences.

  Physical Education 
     We have nearly completed the classes in archery. With 
another day of warm weather we will wrap up the lesson. 
The students made exceptional progress in their over-all 
ability to be proficient in the sport. 
A few weeks ago we started the indoor lessons and skill 
development in badminton. The class will begin team play 
next week. 
8th Grade 
     The class is reading the Adventures of Huckleberry 
Finn. Having just completed a two week study of the 
American Revolution, Huck Finn serves as a connection to 
the issue of slavery in the US as well as a great oral read. 
The class is also expanding their earlier study of the French 
and Indian War site of Fort Necessity. They will travel to 
Farmington Pennsylvania to tour the fort. 
     Next week the students will study the Constitutional 
Convention and the basics of the Constitution. 
     The first week in November the class will go to New 
York to visit Fort Niagara, and to Ontario, Canada to tour 
Fort George. Both forts figure in the Early American 
Colonial period. Fort Niagara has a history that spans more 
than 300 years, from the French and Indian War through 
the American Revolution and the War of 1812. Fort George 
dates from the decade prior to the War of 1812. 
The class’s instruction has been enhanced with DVD 
presentations on the American Revolution, Benjamin 
Franklin, the French and Indian War and the beginning of 
the exploration of the west. 
7th Grade 
     The class is reading The Lord of the Flies. As the 
students read we are studying the characters and their roles 
in the plot development. Students are also learning to make 
connections between the setting and the plot. The book is 
also being used as a tool to view the formation of societies 
and the influences that determine outcomes that are good or 
outcomes that are not. For these purposes we are 
connecting the book to our studies of the development of 
early civilizations. 
     This week the class completed an eight foot time line of 
early civilizations. Next week the class will begin a study 
of the Roman civilization and empire. 
The class is working on skills related to writing good 
sentences and developing paragraphs. As the students 
progress through Lord of the Flies, they are keeping a 
journal as a stranded child on the island. The students will 
also participate in a dramatization of the conflict between 
good and evil as it relates to the book. 
6th Grade 
     The class is working on basic writing and study skills. 
Reading and writing in the 6th grade is independent and 
related to the language arts standards.

     All core classes are going to the Cleveland Museum of 
Art November 11. Each class will focus on specific 
displays and exhibits that are related to their current area of 
study. All core students keep a daily journal and are 
responsible for following national and international news.

The month of October went by very quickly. 
Nevertheless, the students still managed to successfully 
complete various math and science projects and labs.  
6th Grade Science 

 

During the study of rocks, we created two different 
rock models. The first was “Metamorphic Mash,” the 
second was “Sedimentary.” The class also studied natural 
resources. Watching a video about a coal power plant 
raised a lot of good questions that correlate to our next unit, 
alternative energy sources. Next month. The class will 
complete research, writings, and presentations about 
several natural resources: solar power, wind power, 
hydroelectric power, geothermal, and biofuels.  
7th Grade Math  

 

Pre-Algebra students are near the end of chapter 3. 
While working in chapters two and three, the students used 
algebra tiles to model various equations. The end of this 
chapter brings us close to wrapping up with our current 
unit, “Algebra and Integers.” To finish this unit the students 
will complete a unit test and algebra related project.  
8th Grade Math  

 

The 8th grade has finished chapter 2. The skills they 
learned in Pre-algebra have been reviewed, built upon, and 
heavily reinforced. The end of this chapter finished up the 
unit, “Foundations for Functions.” This means that the 
class has all the necessary tools to begin studying linear 
functions. During the study of linear functions next month 
they will again review, build upon, and heavily reinforce 
their prior knowledge of patterns and functions. They will 
also be completing a graphing project and using algebra 
tiles. 
7/8 Grade Science 

In science, both the students and I have enjoyed 
many labs and projects. For plate tectonics the students  
made an “interior of the earth” poster and a tectonic plate 
puzzle. They also completed an online investigation 
allowing them to discover the nature of plate movement. 
For earthquakes the students made a seismograph and 
completed several online investigations relating 
earthquakes to plate tectonics. Finally, as we continued to 
study plate tectonics the students investigated the 
relationship between volcanoes and plate activity. The 
class also made models of the three main types of 
volcanoes.
