November has been an action-packed month full of learning. It was great seeing so many familiar 

faces at the auction.  Thanks for supporting Lippman Day School!  For the last week and an half we have 
been getting ready to celebrate Thanksgiving Day.  

 
In math, the first graders spent time working on Unit 3 concepts. We just wrapped up that unit and 

have begun work on Unit 4. As a reminder, Unit 3 primarily covered patterns, time to the half-hour, and 
dimes. Unit 4 is all about measurement and basic facts. Some of the lessons include: reading a 
thermometer, nonstandard linear measures, using personal “foot” and standard foot, the inch, tape 
measures, telling time on the quarter-hour, timelines, number scrolls, and fact power. As always, there 
will be a Homelink with each lesson which includes a description of what we are doing in the classroom.  
 

In language arts, the students have been adding words to the word wall, practicing new poems, and 
working on new spelling words every Monday. In addition, we are doing Reading Workshop each 
morning in our effort to become the best readers we can be. Future mini-lessons include: choosing books 
that are just right, thinking about meaning, and using punctuation. Our next batch of mini-lessons will be 
about retelling. The students will be identifying the setting, characters, and events individually and with 
their partners. In Writing Workshop, the first graders are continuing to write in their journals and publish 
pieces on the computer. One of the other fun things we did recently was perform a Reader’s Theater for 
Thanksgiving. Reader’s Theater is like performing a play except that the performers get to read their 
scripts as they perform. We will be doing another Reader’s Theater soon. I will let you know when we 
will be presenting it. We would love to have you at our next performance.  

 
Thanksgiving is the topic of our unit. So far we have learned that: there were 102 people on the 

Mayflower and only half survived the first winter; Squanto and Samoset of the Wampanoag people were 
the first to approach the Pilgrims and helped them learn how to farm and fish. The first Thanksgiving was 
actually in October and lasted three days; and Abraham Lincoln was the president that made it an official 
US holiday. Throughout�this week, the first graders have been comparing the daily lives of a Pilgrim boy 
and Wampanoag boy as well as learning about the importance of corn. Next week, we will be packing a 
Pilgrim trunk, creating Native American names, and writing Native American stories.  

�
As a reminder, next Wednesday is a half day. Please keep practicing those lines with your “10 Fat

      Danger, high adventure, and new worlds – the students are 
heading into the Age of Exploration for our latest new social 
studies unit! In anticipation of beginning this study, each child 
has been reading a book about a famous explorer and will 
‘become’ the explorer for their November book presentation. 
Due to the Thanksgiving holiday, the actual presentations are 
scheduled for December 4th. Your child has the 
requirement/reminder sheet for the work and visual (costume).  
We began the planning and organizing of material in class 
today. 
 

     The Native American shelters made by the students turned 
out beautifully!

Middle School Global Studies, US History and 
Government, Language Arts

    This month the 7th/6th grade Global Studies class 
completed their study of ancient civilizations. The study 
included Egypt, India, Greece and Rome. Next week the 
class will begin their study of the middle ages. As part of 
the study of the period from 330-1450 the class will tour 
the Cleveland Art Museum to view paintings from that 
period. Projects for the study include the creation of a coat 
of arms, and a miniature medieval manor, and  a “town 
crier” news of the day program. 
     The students writing has entered on the content of the 
recently completed book, Lord of the Flies. The students 
have worked on writing comparison and descriptive 
paragraphs, as well as parts of speech and proof reading 
skills. 
      The 8th grade class took two field trips to tour forts 
important to the period of colonial development through 
the War of 1812. The first trip was to Pennsylvania to tour 
Fort Necessity. Fort Necessity was built by George 
Washington at the onset of the French and Indian War. On 
that same trip students saw the grave of British General 
Braddock. On the second trip the students went to New 
York to tour Fort Niagara, then to Ontario to tour Fort 
George and Fort Erie. Those three forts played a role in 
American history from the 1760’s to 1814. 
     The class has also been watching the Ken Burns 
program on the Lewis and Clark expedition, following the 
series The West and studying the administrations of the 
early presidents.  
     The students are about mid-way through Huck Finn and 
the continuing study of slavery in America. Writing has 
focused on research, improving sentences, paragraph 
structure and proof reading. 

     The 6th grade class is reading the Richard Adams novel, 
Watership Down. The students are learning to divide the 
story into parts based on the action and characters, as they 
work on comprehension skills. Their writing is focused on 
paragraph development, punctuation and spelling. 
Career Explorers Class 

The middle school career class speakers program 
has included an attorney and former judge, a NASA 
engineer, a professor of horticulture, a director of refugee 
placement and Akron University French professor Nena 
Roy. This week the career class went to Akron University 
where the students were given a tour by Dr. Roy and had 
the opportunity to sit in on one of her French classes.

This was a 
culminating project for the unit, “Earth’s Resources.” The 
class also began a study of matter, which they will continue 
into December. This unit is titled, “Introduction to Matter,” 
and will be a very unique learning process using our 
wonderful science lab and equipment.   
7th Grade Math  

 

Pre-Algebra students soared through their study of 
factors and fractions. After the class finishes with chapter 
5, “Rational Numbers,” Unit 2 will be complete, and they 
will be ready to explore equations, functions, and graphing.  
8th Grade Math  

 

The 8th grade has finished chapter 3, “Functions 
and Patterns.” This was the very important first step to 
understanding the equations that will be studied in middle 
school algebra. In middle school algebra, the next several 
chapters are focused on the linear equation and its various 
uses and nuances. 
7/8 Grade Science 
 To reinforce and enrich the students’ understanding 
of the unit, “Reshaping the land,” the class watched the 
videos “Erosion” and “Rocks and Soil,” Following these 
short videos each student chose a topic to design an 
experiment or model around. Recently the students were 
assigned a topic from the earth science units we studied, 
and they are currently creating a poster using the assigned 
topic as a theme. The next unit the class will be exposed to 
is called “Waves, Sound, and Light” and it will be an 
excellent segue between earth science, where we studied 
earthquake waves, and space science, where we will study 
stars, galaxies, telescopes, and light.
